The David Sheldrick Wildlife Trust, Nairobi, Kenya
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_A few days ago we signed an agreement with The David Sheldrick Wildlife
Trust (DSWT) in Kenya, whereby we will support the Trust in its effort to
educate and support children and schools in communities that boarder the
Tsavo National Park.

The DSWT is an organisation that is mainly involved in saving orphaned
elephants by collecting them throughout Kenya and taking them to the
“Orphanage” in Nairobi. Here they are cared for lovingly and slowly returned
into their wild environs. It would exceed this newsletter to describe the entire
long process of reintroducing the elephants into the wild. We therefore recommend our readers to look up the
webpage of The DSWT and find out more about these fascinating and intelligent animals.

The work of the Trust is significantly hampered by the ongoing and increased
poaching that is taking place both due to the demand for ivory from China and
Japan and illegal bush meat trading. Especially the sale of ivory in China has
lead to significant increases in poaching since Chinese migrant workers are
building roads and other infrastructure projects in Kenya (and other African
countries).

The local population is often employed by the Chinese as hunters. In order to
reduce the poaching for bush meat as well as the ivory trade The DSWT is
engaged in educating local communities that boarder the National Parks as to the value and importance of wildlife.
Most of the children have never seen wild animals before as they do not have the means (entrance fees and
vehicles) and are not aware of their natural resources and the need to protect

them.

In 2010 the Capricorn Foundation will carry the expenses for 336 children and
24 teachers in order to undertake 12 field trips into the parks. Additionally we
will provide 80 school desks as well as learning materials and sports
equipment for 4 schools.

We greatly look forward to working with The DSWT. H' T

Menino Jesus, Manhica, Mocambique
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_In our Newsletter dated September 2009 we reported on the Girl's Orphanage “Menino Jesus”, our new project in
Manhiga, Mocambique.

We are currently obtaining cost quotes and appraisals to then start the building as soon as

possible. In addition we have taken up the aspect of equipping the houses (both new and

old) with solar panels and provide the girls with solar ovens (or similar). The power supply

is irregular and expensive and the girls need more light to also be able to study in the

evenings. Solar ovens or similar energy saving ovens are essential as the girls still cook on

wood or charcoal. This is the most expensive, work intense, environmentally damaging and

unhealthy way of preparing food.

For the Solar equipment we are still looking for sponsors and hope to attract your interest
and attention.
