The Foundation
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_During visits to projects and travels over the last years in Africa and other parts of the world we were repeatedly
confronted with the topic of viable resource management, especially in developing countries. In many it became
clear that the natural resources of a country (minerals, forests, landscapes and nature) are often the only assets of
a population that will essentially secure its survival.

The rapid increase in the population of most developing nations requires
urgent action regarding the exploitation of these resources. The senseless
depletion through the unethical behaviour of certain Global Companies and
Nations (in particular China) destroys the livelihoods of whole nations for
generations. Affected by the destruction are all inhabitants, however
structurally weak communities in rural areas are most adversely affected due to
the lack of know-how and self empowerment. To efficiently counteract this
development Community Developments Programs need to become more
widely spread and awareness generated within the future generation.

The Capricorn Foundation has therefore extended its activities to be able to also address educational deficiencies in
nature conservation and resource management programs. The Capricorn Foundation will now stand for

The Projects — New and Old

Menino Jesus, Manhica, Mocambique
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_ “Menino Jesus” is an orphanage for girls in Manhica, approx. 78km north of Maputo. It is one of the

establishments of the catholic diocese of Maputo. The orphanage is managed by the nuns of the congregation of
the “Franciscan Sisters Maria Mother of Africa” (Irm&s Franciscanas de Nossa
Senhora Mée de Africa). The orphanage cares only for girls, most of whom
have lost their parents due to HIV/AIDS (some are themselves infected) or
other illnesses. Currently it accommodates 60 girls between the ages of 5 and
18 years. All girls attend school which is very rare in rural areas of the country.
Attached to the orphanage is a small agricultural project with a vegetable and
poultry farm that is managed by two of the
girls to provide both food and income to
the orphanage. The orphanage is one of

the most important institutions in Maputo as it is run by Mozambican

employees acquainted with the culture and tradition of the country. The

management of the orphanage intends to enlarge the facilities to take in
additional 10 girls. In order to do so a new
building needs to be constructed with a
dormitory, lounge, kitchen and sanitary
areas. The house will be imbedded into the existing structure of the orphanage.
The Capricorn Foundation has decided to finance the construction of this new
building. This was possible due to the continuous support of our loyal sponsors.

Baphumelele; Khayelitsha, South Africa
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_The project Baphumelele is steadily developing and as new children are taken up others are

being reunited with their families again. However, the increasing amount of infants that are

being taken on troubles the care takers as their physical and psychological needs exceeds their capacity. We were
able to secure the schooling fees for 2009 for 8 children and for 3 of them even for 5 years! Thank you to vibrio
GmbH, Toon & Susanne Bouten, Uli Holtz, Dirk & Silvia Gallowsky and Elia Napolitano.

Dula Sentle, Otse, Botswana

that the children will be able to visit their old and familiar
surroundings again at the end of this year. The Active Help Kinderfondstiftung, which
was set up by the Siemens Business Consulting Group has kindly provided the funds for the renovation.
